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The Financial Statements are prepared under the historical cost convention and in accordance with applicable Australian
Accounting Standards. In particular:

The accounts have not been adjusted to record either changes in the general  purchasing power of the dollar or in
prices of specific assets.

Depreciation of fixed assets is calculated on the straight line and reducing  balance basis in order to write the assets
off over their useful life.

Provision for employee benefits in the form of Accrued Annual Leave, Sick Leave and Long Service Leave have been
made for the estimated accrued entitlements of all employees on the basis of their terms of employment.

No provision for income tax is necessary, as the Union (being a registered Industrial Trade Union) is exempt from tax
under s.50-15 of the Income Tax Assessment Act.

In accordance with the requirements of the Fair Work (Registered Organisations) Act 2009 the attention of members is drawn
to the provisions of Sub-Section (1) to (3) of Section 272, which read as follows:-

A member of a reporting unit, or the Commissioner, may apply to the reporting unit for specified prescribed
information in relation to the reporting unit to be made available to the person making the application.

The application must be in writing and must specify the period within which, and the manner in which, the
information is to be made available. The period must not be less than 14 days after the application is given to the
reporting unit.

A reporting unit must comply with an application made under subsection (1).
