Review of principal activities, the results of those activities and any significant changes in the nature of
those activities during the year

There were no other changes in the nature of the Union’s activity during the year.
Results of activities

The result of the Union was a deficit of 535,376 {2022: defecit of $151,070). The Board of Management
believe that they have furthered the interests of their members throughout the financial year through
conducting the Union's principal activities.

Significant changes in financial affairs

By way of order dated 20 November 2023, lustice Shariff of the Federal Court of Australia in the matter of
Grahame Patrick Kelly v Construction, Forestry, Maritime, Mining and Energy Union [NSD1120/2023) made an
order pursuant to s.109(1)(a) of the Fair Work (Registered Organisations) Act 2009 {“RO Act”) that the
withdrawal of the Mining and Energy Division from the Construction, Forestry, Maritime, Mining and Energy
Union was to take effect on 1 December 2023,

On 1 December 2023, the Mining and Energy Union was registered as an organisation under subsection 26{1)
of the RO Act. Up to the withdrawal date of 1 December 2023, the Mining and Energy Union was a division of
the then Construction, Forestry, Maritime, Mining and Energy Union (“CFMMEU”) and known as the CFMMEU
Mining and Energy Division.

The Mining and Energy Union is a newly formed legal entity and a separate registered organisation under the
RO Act from the CFMMEU Mining and Energy Division, which has ceased to exist. The Mining and Energy
Union carries on the same business as the CFMMEU Mining and Energy Division.

Similarly, up to the withdrawal date of 1 December 2023, the Construction, Forestry, Maritime, Mining and
Energy Union, Mining and Energy Division, Victorian District Branch (the “Former Union”) was a District
Branch of the CFMMEU Mining and Energy Division and from that date is now known as the Mining and
Energy Union Victorian District Branch (“the Union”), being a District branch of the Mining and Energy Union.

Accordingly, there have been no changes in the rights or obligations attached to any assets, liabilities or
capital of the Unian, with all being transferred (or in the process of being transferred) from the formal title of
the Former Union to the Union, at their carrying amounts as at 1 December 2023, and under the same
accounting policies referred to in the notes to these financial statements. Similarly, all membership,
workplace and District structures have also remained unchanged and have been transferred over to the
Union.,

Accordingly, for financial reporting purposes, the Fair Work Commission have agreed that it is appropriate
that the Union report to members with one financial report as at and for the year ending 31 December 2023,
as if it were the same reporting unit for the entirety of that period.

There have been no other significant changes in the state of financial affairs of the Union during the year.

The financial report covers Mining and Energy Union - Victorian District Branch ("the Union") as an individual
entity.

Basis of Preparation

By way of order dated 20 November 2023, Justice Shariff of the Federal Court of Australia in the matter of
Grahame Patrick Kelly v Construction, Forestry, Maritime, Mining and Energy Union [NSD1120/2023]
made an order pursuant to s.109{1){a) of the Fair Work (Registered Organisations) Act 2009 (“RO Act”)
that the withdrawal of the Mining and Energy Division from the Construction, Forestry, Maritime, Mining
and Energy Union was to take effect on 1 December 2023.

On 1 December 2023, the Mining and Energy Union was registered as an organisation under subsection
26(1) of the RO Act. Up to the withdrawal date of 1 December 2023, the Mining and Energy Union was a
division of the then Construction, Forestry, Maritime, Mining and Energy Union (“CFMMEU") and known
as the CFMMEU Mining and Energy Division.

The Mining and Energy Union is a newly formed legal entity and a separate registered organisation under
the RO Act from the CFMMEU Mining and Energy Division, which has ceased to exist. The Mining and
Energy Union carries on the same business as the CFMMEU Mining and Energy Division.

Accordingly, for financial reporting purposes, with the agreement of the Fair Work Commission, it is
appropriate that, having regard to sections 35 and 93 of the Act, that in practical terms the reporting
requirements are continuous for the financial year for the various units, as if the Former Union and the
Union were the same reporting entity.

That is, the Union shall report to members with one financial report as at and for the year ending 31
December 2023, as if it were the same reporting unit for the entirety of that period.

The financial statements are general purpose financial statements and have been prepared in accordance
with Australian Accounting Standards and Interpretations issued by the Australian Accounting Standards
Board (AASB) that apply for the reporting period, and the Fair Work {Registered Organisation) Act 20089,
For the purpose of preparing the general purpose financial statements, the Union is a not-for-profit
entity.

The financial statements have been prepared on an accrual basis and in accordance with the historical
cost, except for certain assets and liabilities measured at fair value, as explained in the accounting policies
below. Historical cost is generally based on the fair values of the consideration given in exchange for
assets, Except where stated, no allowance is made for the effect of changing prices on the results or the
financial position. The financial statements are presented in Australian dollars,

When required by accounting standards, comparative figures have been adjusted to conform to changes
in presentation for the current financial year.

2 Material Accounting Policy Information
(a) Revenue and other income
Revenue from contracts with customers

The core principle of AASB 15 is that revenue is recognised on a basis that reflects the transfer of
promise services to customers at an amount that reflecis the consideration the Union expects to
receive in exchange for those services.

Revenue is recognised by applying a five-step model as follows:
1. Identify the contract with the customer;
2. Identify the performance obligations;
3. Determine the transaction price;
4. Allocate the transaction price to the performance obligations; and
5. Recognise revenue as and when control of the performance obligations is transferred.

Generally the timing of the payment for rendering of services corresponds closely to the timing of
satisfaction of the performance obligations, however where there is a difference, it will result in the
recognition of a receivable, contract asset or contract liability.

None of the revenue streams of the Union have any significant financing terms as there is less than
12 months between receipt of funds and satisfaction of performance obligations.

Revenue and other income (continued)

The revenue recognition policies for the principal revenue streams of the Union are:

Membership subscriptions

For membership subscription arrangements that meet the criteria to be contracts with customers,
revenue is recognised when the promised goods or services transfer to the customer as a member
of the Union.

There is only one distinct membership service promised in the arrangement. Accordingly, the Union
recognises revenue as the membership service is provided, which is typically based on the passage
of time over the subscription period te reflect the Union's promise to stand ready to provide
assistance and support to the member as required.

For member subscriptions paid annually in advance, the Union has elected to apply the practical
expedient to not adiust the transaction price for the effects of a significant financing component
because the period from when the customer pays and the good or services will transfer to the

customer will be one year or less,

When a member subsequently purchases additional goods or services from the Union at their
standalone selling price, the Union accounts for those sales as a separate contract with a customer.

Rental income

Rental income is recognised on a straight-line basis over a period of the lease term so as to reflect a
constant periodic rate of return on the net investment.

Interest revenue
Interest revenue is recognised using the effective interest rate method.
Income tax

The Union is exempi from income tax under section 50.1 of the Income Tax Assessment Act 1997;
however still has an obligation for Fringe Benefits Tax (FBT) and the Goods and Services Tax (GST).

Goods and services tax {GST)
Revenue, expenses and asseis are recognised net of the amount of goods and services tax {GST),

except where the amount of GST incurred is not recoverable from the Australian Taxation Office
(ATO).

Goods and services tax (GST) (continued)
Receivables and payables are stated inclusive of GST.

The net amount of GST recoverable from, or payable to, the ATO is included as part of receivables
or payables in the balance sheet,

Cash flows in the statement of cash flows are included on a gross basis and the GST component of
cash flows arising from investing and financing activities which is recoverable from, or payable to,
the taxation authority is classified as operating cash flows.

Leases

At inception of a contract, the Union assesses whether a lease exists - i.e. does the contract convey
the right to control the use of an identified asset for a period of time in exchange for consideration.

This involves an assessment of whether:
e The contract involves the use of an identified asset - this may be explicitly or implicitly
identified within the agreement. If the supplier has a substantive substitution right then there

is no identified asset.
¢ The Union has the right to obtain substantially all of the economic benefits from the use of the

asset throughout the period of use.
s  The Union has the right to direct the use of the asset i.e. decision making rights in relation to
changing how and for what purpose the asset is used.

Lessee accounting

The non-lease compaonents included in the lease agreement have been separated and are
recognised as an expense as incurred.,

{i} Right-of-use asset

At the lease commencement, the Union recognises a right-of-use asset and associated lease
liability for the lease term. The lease term includes extension periods where the Union
believes it is reasonably certain that the option will be exercised.

The right-of-use asset is measured using the cost model where cost on initial recognition
comprises of the lease liability, initial direct costs, prepaid lease payments, estimated cost of
removal and restoration less any lease incentives received,

The right-of-use asset is depreciated over the lease term on a straight line basis and assessed
for impairment in accordance with the impairment of assets accounting policy.

(i) Lease liabitity

The lease liability is initially measured at the present value of the remaining lease payments
at the commencement of the lease. The discount rate is the rate implicit in the lease,
however where this cannot be readily determined then the Union's incremental borrowing
rate is used.

Subsequent to inftial recognition, the lease liabHity is measured at amortised cost using the
effective interest rate method. The lease liability is remeasured whether there is 2 lease
modification, change in estimate of the lease term or index upon which the lease payments
are based (e.g. CPI} or a change in the Union's assessment of lease term.
Where the lease liability is remeasured, the right-of-use asset is adjusted to reflect the
remeasurement or is recorded in profit or loss if the carrying amount of the right-of-use
asset has been reduced to zero.
Borrowing costs
Borrowing costs are recognised as an expense in the period in which they are incurred.
Cash and cash equivalents
Cash is recognised at its nominal amount. Cash and cash equivalents includes cash on hand,
deposits held at call with bank, other short-term highly liquid investments with ariginal maturity of
3 months or less that are readily convertible to known amounts of cash and subject to insignificant
risk of changes in value.

Financial instruments

Financial instruments are recognised initially using trade date accounting, i.e. on the date that the
Union becomes party to the contractual provisions of the instrument.

On initial recognition, all financial instruments are measured at fair value plus transaction costs.

Financial assets

All recognised financial assets are subsequently measured at amortised cost,

Classification

On initial recognition, the Union classifies its financial assets as those measured at amortised cost.

Financial assets are not reclassified subsequent to their initial recognition unless the Union changes
its business model for managing financial assets.

Amortised cost

Assets measured at amortised cost are financial assets where:

s the business medel is to hold assets to collect contractual cash flows; and

s the contractual terms give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of
principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding.

The Union's financial assets measured at amortised cost camprise trade and other receivables,
cash and cash equivalents and financial assets in the balance sheet.

Subsequent to initial recognition, these assets are carried at amortised cost using the effective
interest rate method less provision for impairment.

Interest income and impairment are recognised in profit or loss.
Impairment of financial assets

Impairment of financial assets is recognised on an expected credit loss {(ECL) basis for financial
assets measured at amortised cost.

When determining whether the credit risk of a financial asset has increased significantly since initial
recoghition and when estimating ECL, the Union considers reasonable and supportable information
that is relevant and available without undue cost or effort. This includes both guantitative and
qualitative information and analysis based on the Union's historical experience and informed credit
assessment, including forward looking information.

The Union uses the presumption that an asset which is more than 30 days past due has seen a
significant increase in credit risk.

The Union uses the presumption that a financial asset is in default when:

e the other party is unlikely to pay its credit obligations to the Union in full, without recourse to
the Union to actions such as realising security {if any is held);

*  the financial assets is more than 90 days past due.

Credit losses are measured as the present value of the difference between the cash flows due to
the Union in accordance with the contract and the cash flows expected to be received. This is
applied using a probability weighted approach.

Trade receivables

Impairment of trade receivables have been determined using the simplified approach in AASB 9
which uses an estimation of lifetime expected credit losses. The Union has determined the
probability of non-payment of the receivable and multiplied this by the amount of the expected
loss arising from default.

The amount of the impairment is recorded in a separate allowance account with the loss being
recoghised in bad debts expense. Orce the receivable is determined to be uncollectable then the
gross carrying amount is written off against the associated allowance.

Where the Union renegotiates the terms of trade receivables due from certain customers, the new
expected cash flows are discounted at the original effective interest rate and any resulting
difference to the carrying value is recognised in profit or loss.

Other financial assets measured at amortised cost

Impairment of other financial assets measured at amortised cost are determined using the
expected credit loss model in AASB 9, On initial recognition of the asset, an estimate of the
expected credit losses for the next 12 months is recognised. Where the asset has experienced
significant increase in credit risk then the lifetime losses are estimated and recognised.

Financial liabifities

The Union measures all financial liabilities initially at fair value less transaction costs, subsequently
financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest rate method.

The financial liabilities of the Union comprise trade and other payables and lease liabilities.

Property, plant and equipment

Each class of property, plant and equipment is carried at cost less, where applicable, any
accumulated depreciation and impairment.

Under the cost model, the asset is carried at its cost less any accumulated depreciation and any
impairment losses. Costs include purchase price, other directly attributable costs and the initial

estimate of the costs of dismantling and restoring the asset, where applicable.

Depreciation

Property, plant and equipment, excluding freehold land, is depreciated on a straight-line basis over
the assets usefu! life to the Union, commencing when the asset is ready for use.

The depreciation rates used for each class of depreciable asset are shown below:

Fixed asset class Depreciation rate
Buildings 2.5%

Plant and Equipment 5-50%
Motor Vehicles 25%

At the end of each annual reporting period, the depreciation method, useful iife and residual value
of each asset is reviewed. Any revisions are accounted for prospectively as a change in estimate.

Non-current assets held for sale

Obligations for contributions to defined contribution superannuation plans are recognised as an
employee benefit expense in profit or loss in the periods in which services are provided by
employees.

Short-term obligations

Liabilities for wages and salaries, including non-monetary benefits and accumulating sick leave that
are expected to be settled wholly within 12 months after the end of the period in which the
employees render the related service are recognised in respect of employees’ services up to the
end of the reporting period and are measured at the amounts expected to be paid when the
liabilities are settled.

Credit risk

Credit risk refers to the risk that a counterparty will default on its contractual obligations resulting
in a financial loss to the Union.

Credit risk arises from cash and cash equivalents arising from deposits with banks and financial
institutions, as well as credit exposure to retail customers, including outstanding receivables and
committed transactions.

The Union has adopted a policy of only dealing with creditworthy counterparties as a means of
mitigating the risk of financial loss from defaults.

Trade receivables consist of a large number of customers, spread across diverse geographical areas.
Ongoing credit evaluation is performed on the financial condition of accounts receivable.

Management considers that all the financial assets that are not impaired for each of the reporting
dates under review are of good credit quality, including those that are past due.

The credit risk for liquid funds and other short-term financial assets is considered negligible, since
the counterparties are reputable banks with high quality external credit rating funds.

Credit risk - Trade and Other Receivables

The Union's trade and other receivables exposure to credit risk (prior to collateral and other credit
enhancements) with ageing analysis and impairment provided for thereon is recorded at note 7.

Amounts are considered as 'past due' when the debt has not been settled, within the terms and
conditions agreed between the Union and the customer or counter party to the transaction.
Receivables that are past due are assessed for impairment by ascertaining solvency of the debtors
and are provided for where there is objective evidence indicating that the debt may not be fully
repaid to the Union.

The balances of receivables that remain within initial trade terms {note 7} are considered to be of
high credit quality.

The Union does not hold any financial assets with terms that have been renegotiated, but which
would otherwise he past due or impaired.

The other classes of receivables do not contain impaired assets.

There are no balances within trade receivables that contain assets that are not impaired and are
past due. it is expected that these balances will be received when due.

Liguidity risk

Liquidity risk arises from the Union’s management of working capital. It is the risk that the Union
will encounter difficulty in meeting its financial obligations as they fall due.

The Union's policy is to ensure that it will always have sufficient cash to allow it to meet its
liabilities as and when they fall due.

The Union manages its liquidity needs by carefully monitoring cash-outflows due in day-to-day
business.

At the reporting date, these reports indicate that the Union expected to have sufficient liquid
resources to meet its obligations under all reasonably expected circumstances.

By way of order dated 20 November 2023, Justice Shariff of the Federal Court of Australia in the matter of
Grahame Patrick Kelly v Canstruction, Forestry, Maritime, Mining and Energy Union [NSD1120/2023]
made an order pursuant to 5.109(1}(a) of the Fair Work (Registered Organisations) Act 2009 (“RO Act”}
that the withdrawal of the Mining and Energy Division from the Construction, Forestry, Maritime, Mining
and Energy Union was to take effect on 1 December 2023.
